STAFF REPORT #1

DEVELOPMENT: Wilson Sign Company

APPLICANT: D & T Investment Company (owner)

LOCATION: 1086 Burlington Pike, Boone County, Kentucky
ZONING: Commercial Services (C-3)

DATE: Jahuary 8, 1992

REMARKS:

The applicant is requesting a Variance to allow an increase in the number of
permitted free standing signs. The approximately 2.5 acre site is located at
1086 Burlington Pike, Boone County, Kentucky. The property is zoned Commercial
Services (C-3) and is owned by D & T Investment Company.

Currently the site has one (1) free standing sign visible from Burlington Pike
(KY 18). The applicant is requesting that a second free standing sign be
permitted to be installed on the site. This sign would be approximately 80
square feet in size and approximately 24 feet high. It would advertise the
Jeep/Eagle line of automobiles.

On August 29, 1984, October 23, 1986 and July 21, 1986, Mall Chrysler Plymouth
was cited for being in violation of Article 19, Section 1903 of the Boone County
Zoning Regulations by having streamers attached to a sign. On August 13, 1986,
the Boone County Board of Adjustments denied an Appeal of the Zoning Officer’s
interpretation and administration of the zoning ordinance request.

Relationship to the Zoning Regqulations and Comprehensive Plan

Article 19, Section 1920 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations states that:

"Individual business establishments not location within a shopping center,
mixed use commercial, or planned development shall be permitted one on
premise free-standing sign. There shall be only one free-standing sign
for each building, regardless of the number of business establishments
conducted 1in said building." (p. 19-5)

The Land Use Element of.the 1990 Boone County Comprehensive Plan makes the
following statement about signs:

The minimal use of signs is encouraged; signage should be adequate  to
identify a specific development, but should not be used as a means to
compete for motorist attention. The objective is to avoid the confusion
and/or distraction of motorists, and to avoid the potential negative
impacts of signs on the visual appearance of a development or corridor."”
(p. 202)
