STAFF REPORT

DEVELOPMENT : McDonald's

APPLICANT: McDonald's Corporation

LOCATION: 6726 Dixie Highway, Florence, Kentucky
ZONING: Commercial Two (C-2)

DATE: November 9, 1994

The proposed Variance request would allow the construction of an approximately
190 square foot addition to the front of the existing McDonald's Restaurant (See
Sheet # 1-3). This addition will be used for a face-to-face drive-thru which
would replace the existing menu board. This is a new concept which McDonald's
Corporation is implementing within its restaurants. The addition would encroach
on the required 75 feet frontyard setback by 20 feet which would make the front
of the building 55 feet from the property line. The surrounding buildings
located on Dixie Highway are generally closer to the road than the McDonalds's

(See Sheet #4).

Staff Concerns

1. Staff believes that the proposed addition will have little impact if the
materials to be used are the same as the existing structure.

2. If the Variance is approved the applicant would be required to undergo
Minor Site Plan Review. Staff believes at this time the applicant should
provide landscaping which enhances the appearance of the building.

Conclusion

Staff believes that the proposed addition will not create an unreasonable
circumvention of the requirements of the Zoning Regulatlons nor will it alter the
essential character of the general vicinity because many of the surrounding
buildings are located even closer to Dixie Highway. The Board should also
determine whether the strict application of the provisions of the Zoning
Regulations would deprive the applicant of the reasonable use of the land or
would create an unnece§sary hardship on the applicant.
