STAFF REPORT

APPLICANT: Radius Construction for Metro Propane
LOCATION:  Future Lot 24-A of North Walton Commerce Park, Walton, Kentucky

ZONING: fndustrial One (I-1)
DATE: September 6,' 2005
PROPOSAL

The applicant is requesting a Conditional Use Permit in order to allow a Metro Propane to
operate a propane cylinder exchange company on future lot 24-A of North Walton
Commerce Park. The business refills 33.5 pound propane cylinders and delivers them to
industrial companies so they can fuel their forklifts.

The submitted Concept Development Plan shows that a 1,200 square building office
building with 5 parking stalls will be constructed in the front of the lot. Two (2) 24" x 40’
canopy buildings will be located in the middle portion of the site. These buildings are used
for storing, filling, and loading of 33.5 pound aluminum cylinders (see picture #1). The rear
portion of the site contains a 30,000 gallon propane tank (see picture #2). The propane
stored in this tank is used to refill the individual cylinders. A propane tanker truck fills the
30,000 gallon tank with 9,000 gallon of fuel once a week.

Site History

" 3/12/01—- The City of Walton approved an Ordinance which rezoned an approximate 115
~acre site from Agricultural Estate (A-2) and Rural Suburban (RS) to Industrial
One (I-1) to allow light industrial uses. There were no conditions which limited

any of the principally permitted I-1 uses.

APPLICABLE REGULATIONS

Article 2, Section 220 of the Boone County Zoning Requlations states that one of the duties
of the Board of Adjustment is to grant conditional uses permits as specified by the zoning

order.

Article 11, Section 1 1A33 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations permits a business which
“stores gas” as a Conditional Use within the Industrial One (I-1) district.

The Board should evaluate the applicant's request as it relates to the criteria necessary for
granting a Conditional Use Permit as stated in Sections 262 & 1133 of the Boone County

Zoning Regulations.

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RELATIONSHIP TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The 2000 Boone County Comprehensive Plan's “2025 Future Land Use Plan” designates
the site in question for “Industrial” uses. This designation is defined as “manufacturing,
wholesale, warehousing, distribution, assembly, mining, and terminal uses.”

The following Goals & Objectives from the 2005 Boone County Comprehensive Plan apply
to the application:

A. “Boone County businesses are developed in appropriate locations and are
compatible with their surrounding areas” (Business Activity, Goal).

B. “Effective site placement, architectural design and landscape design for industrial
uses shall enable a favorable relationship with adjoining uses. Industrial nuisances
such as smoke, dust, noise and odor shall be kept at a minimum, and site
development and enforcement shall be carefully coordinated with necessary
approvals of other regulatory agencies” (Business Activity, Industrial Objectives).

C. “Provisions shall be made for proper control of industrial uses, which have
processes or make products that could be hazardous to human life and property.
(Examples of such products are explosives and flammable or corrosive chemicals).
New and existing industrial uses shall comply with federal and state air and water
poliution regulations” (Business Activity, Industrial Objectives).

SITE CHARACTERISTICS

The future 1.4572 acre site is located on the southwest side of Mullen Drive and is zoned
Industrial One (I-1). The property is undeveloped has flat to rolling topography. A mature
deciduous tree line is located along the rear property boundary.

STAFF COMMENTS

1. The applicant has provided a letter (see attachments) which addresses the business
operation.

2. The applicant has informed Staff that the 30,000 gallon propane tank can be filled
with up to 24,000 gallons of propane.
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3. Staff has asked a representative from Walton Fire Department to attend the Board
of Adjustment meeting.

4, Although no elevation drawings were submitted with the request, the applicant has
informed Staff that the office building will be half concrete block and half metal
siding. The Board needs to determine if these are acceptable building materials.

5. Staff would like to make the applicant aware that Section 3314 of the Boone County
Zoning Regulations requires ail driveways, outdoor storage, and vehicle circulation
areas to be improved with asphalt or concrete. The Concept Plan shows that the
rear portion of the parking lot will be gravel.

6. Staff would like to make the Board aware that a Zoning Map Amendment
application has been submitted to change the zoning of a nearby 67.82 acre parcel
from Industrial One (I-1) to Suburban Residential One (SR-1). The Concept
Development Plan for this request shows that 216 single-family residential lots are
being proposed and that access to them will come from Mullen Drive (see Concept
Development Plan). The Boone County Planning Commission is scheduled to vote
on this request on September 7, 2005. The Planning Commission’s vote will be
forwarded to the City of Walton as a recommendation.

7. Staff recommends that the Board should analyze the following conditional use
permit criteria before voting on the request:

A. the use “will be- harmonious with and in accordance with the general
objectives, or with any specific objective of the County’s Comprehensive
Plan, a specific corridor plan and/or the zoning order”

B. the use “will not be hazardous to existing or future neighboring uses”

C. The use “will not involve uses, activities, process, materials, equipment and
conditions of operation that will be detrimental to any persons, property, or
the general welfare by reason of excessive production of traffic, noise,
smoke, dust, fumes, glare, or odors”

Conclusion

KRS 100.237 and Section 220 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations gives the Walton
Board of Adjustment and Zoning Appeals the authority to grant the Applicant’s request.
