APPLICANT: Bayer Becker for All Saints Church
LOCATION: 48 and 62 Needmore Street, Walton, Kentucky
ZONING: Suburban Residential One (SR-1) and Public Facilities (PF)

DATE: September 29, 2011

Proposal

The applicant has submitted a Conditional Use Permit application to allow the church to make parking
lot improvements in the Suburban Residential One (SR-1) zoning district. The submitted plan shows
that the church is proposing to construct 92 additional parking spaces to the east of their Parish Office.
The majority of this parking area is zoned Public Facilities and churches, schools, and accessory parking
lots are principally permitted uses. However, 0.2939 acres of the parking addition is located in a
Suburban Residential One (SR-1) zone and church parking lots are a Conditional Use in this zone.
Sixty-seven (67) parking spaces are proposed in the .PF zone and twenty-five (25) parking spaces are
proposed in the SR-1 zone.

Applicable Regulations

Section 220 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations states that one duty of the Board of Adjustment
and Zoning Appeals is to act on Conditional Use Permit applications.

Section 933 of the Boone County Zoning -Regulations permits “churches, syhagogues, temples and
other places of religious assembly for worship” as a conditional use within a Suburban Residential One
(SR-1) district. '

Section 3325 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations states that churches are required to provide one
parking stall for every 3 seats. :

Section 3325 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations states that the maximum number of parking stalls
permitted on a site is 30% greater than the required minimum number, unless a parking study is
approved by the Zoning Administrator.

Section 3605 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations states that landscaping is required when new
building additions or vehicular use area expansions are proposed.

Section 3620 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations states that the landscaping is required along all
street frontages when a proposed use adjoins a street.

The Board should evaluate the applicant's request as it relates to the criteria necessary for granting a
Conditional Use Permit as stated in Sections 262 and 933 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations.

1. Will be harmonious with and in accordance with the general objectives, or with any specific
objective of the County’'s Comprehensive Plan, a specific corridor plan and/or the zoning order;

-2, Will be designed, constructed, operated, and maintained so as to be harmonious and
appropriate in appearance with the existing orintended character of the general vicinity and shall
not change the essential character of the same area;

3. Will not be hazardous to existing or future neighboring uses;

4, Will be served adequately by essential public facilities and services such as highways, streets,
police and fire protection, drainage structures, refuse disposal, water and sewer, and schools;
or that the persons or agencies responsible for the establishment of the proposed use shall be
able to provide adequately such services;

5, Will not create excessive additional requirements at public cost for public facilities and services
and will not be detrimental to the economic welfare of the community;

6. Will not involve uses, activities, process, materials, equipment and conditions of operation that
will be detrimental to any persons, property, or the general welfare by reason of excessive
production of traffic, noise, smoke, dust, fumes, glare, or odors;

7. Will have vehicular approaches to the property which shall be so designated as not to create an
interference with traffic on surrounding public thoroughfares.

Section 933 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations allows churches as a conditional use in the SR-1
district if the provided:

a. the activity is an integral and subordinate function of a permitted use; or
b. the activity will not contradict the low density character of the district; and
C. the arrangement of uses, buildings, or structures will be compatible with the organization of

permitted and accessory uses to be protected in the district.

Relationship to the Comprehensive Plan

The 2005 Boone County Comprehensive Plan's “2030 Future Land Use Plan” designateé the
church/school campus for “Public/Institutional” and “Suburban Residential” uses. These designations
are described as follows:

Public/Institutional — “government offices, schools, libraries, churches, cemeteries, fairgrounds,
maintenance areas, etc.”

Suburban Residential — “single family housing of up to four units per acre. This classification does not
preclude low density or estate residential developed as a formal subdivision.”

Surrounding Land Uses and Zoning

North: Needmore Street, Walton Ridge Apartments (UR-1), and Single-Family Residential Dwellings
(SR-1)

South: Mary Grubbs Highway, Heritage Bank, Bank of Kentucky, Walton Pharmacy (C-2)

Site Characteristics

The portion of the All Saints Church/St. Joseph Academy campus located between Mary Grubbs
Highway, School Road, Needmore Street, and Beatrice Avenue is approximately 6.15 acres in area.
The property contains All Saints Church, St. Joseph’s Academy, a Parish Office, Monsignor's House,
storage building, and accessory parking. Access to all buildings provided from two curb cuts on
Needmore Street and one curb cut on Beatrice Avenue. Boone County GIS. shows the front parking
lot drains towards Mary Grubbs Highway and the rear parking lot drains towards Needmore Street
Mature landscaping is scattered throughout the perimeter yards and parking lots.

Staff Comments
1. The church bought the 0.2939 acre property in August of 2003. The house the was located on

the property was torn down sometime in late 2003 or 2004.

2. The applicant submitted some Ilght specifications showing that the proposed light poles would
match or closely resemble the existing light poles.

3. Staff believes the 25 stalls shown in the SR-1 zone are a small percentage of the overall project
and will be appropriate in appearance with the existing or intended character of the general
vicinity.

4, If the Board grants approval of the request, a Major Site Plan application will need to be

submitted to the Boone County Planning Commission. This plan will address the overall number
of stalls, driveway aisle and parking stall dimensions, grading, storm water detention, lighting,
landscaping, etc.

Conclusion :
KRS 100.237 and Section 220 of the Boone County Zoning Regulations gives the Walton Board of

Adjustment and Zoning Appeals the authority to act on the request.
