their regular January term, that the abandoned and unused County

Road, which is fully described below:

The description for the old county road (if in fact that it
does exist) the centerline of which is described along or near
the following described line: Beginning at a point in the
westerly boundary line of the property now owned by Andrew
Skerchock, et al, and in the easterly boundary line of the
property now owned by Stanley Garber, said point being North
18-00'-East, 35 feet from an iron pipe marking a common cCorner
of the properties of the aforesaild Skerchock and Garber, to the
real place of beginning; thence along the centerline of said
county road, as the same now exists, South 26-47'-E, 118 feet
to a point; thence South 40-45'-E, 190.5 feet to a point; thence
South 54-41-E, 70 feet to a point; thence South 64-00'-E, 78.4
feet to a point; thence South 80-03'-E, 107.6 feet or a suffic-
ient distance to reach a point in the northeasterly boundary
line of said Skerchock property now owned by William T. Bay,
et al, in the center of a deeded passway, said point being
North 26-00'-West, 48.0 feet, North 71-39'-W, 130.0 feet and
thence North 41-15'-W, 39 feet from the southeasterly corner of
said Skerchock property in the center of Woolper Creek and the
center of Feeley Road. : :
